The Stuyvesant Town Board held a Public Hearing on Septenber 14,
2006 at 7:00 pm

The Public Notice was posted as foll ows:

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that the Town of Stuyvesant, Columbia County, State of New
York isconsidering adopting proposed Local Law No. 4 of 2006, entitled Local Law for the
Regulation of Mobile Homes, Mobile Home Parks, and Recreational Vehicles“ M obile Home
Law”, and repealing the Town of Stuyvesant Local Law for the Regulation of Mobile Homes
and Mobile Home Parks and Travel Trailersand Trailer Camps enacted in 1968 and as
amended.

A Public Hearing will be held at the Town of Stuyvesant Town Board meeting on September
14, 2006 at 7:00 P.M. at the Town of Stuyvesant Town Hall located on Sunset Drivein the
Town of Stuyvesant.

The Public Hearing concerns the adoption of a new Local Law which would:

regulate mobile homes outside of mobile home parks, both temporary construction mobile
homes (permitted for a maximum of two year s while a residence is constructed) and farm
mabile homes;

regulate mobile home parks by establishing requirementsrelating to siting, accessibility,
parking, utilities, servicefacilities, refuse, open space, landscaping, r ecor dkeeping, changes
to existing mobile home parks, and other general requirements,

regulate mobile home parksin morerestrictive ways, including but not limited to siting,
density, open space requirements and changesto existing mobile home parks, than the
current mobile home law from 1968 which would be repealed;

establish licensing requirements for mobile homes and mobile home parks;

requirethat recreational vehicles not be occupied for longer than 30 daysin a calendar year;
establish enforcement, license revocation procedures and penalties for violations;

per mit the Planning Board to waive requirements under certain circumstances; and
regulate other related matters.

Counci | person Ronal d Knott expl ai ned the new proposed | aw by
stating:

“We looked at changing where the mobile home parks are allowed, as | once thought, alowing
them only in the agricultural district was in conflict with our comprehensive plan, in which we

wanted to increase the density in and around the hamlets in lieu of keeping more open space for
farming. After looking at all the options, we decided that leaving it in the agricultural districts

would be best.

We have expanded definitions, to include compliance with the Federa Manufactured Home
Construction and safety Act of 1974.

We have dropped regulations on travel trailer camps, as they are not a permitted use under
current zoning and could be accomplished by variance at which time specifications for the
individual project could be established.

New Parks:
Minimum lot for a park would now be 10 acres with 300" road frontage vs. 2 acresin
present ordinance.
Minimum lot sizes for a singlewide home would be 8000 sq ft or 10,000 sg. ft for a
doublewide. AlImost a quarter of an acre. Vs. 5000 sq. ft.



New mobile home parks would have homes with longest dimension facing the roadway
as aconventional housing development.

Increased parking to 3 cars per site with additional parking still required within the park
for guests.

New mobile home parks would be required to establish 10% of total areafor recreation,
and 50% of total to be set aside as perpetual open space. Farming, forestry ect.
Replacement of existing mobile homes outside of a park will under go site plan approval
before PB.

Farm trailers for farm workers would undergo site plan by PB. Currently the town board
does these approvals.

Density:
We are proposing to change density requirement from our current 7 per acre to 4 per acre of
buildable land. But the following conditions apply;
Example: 100 acres----- 50 acres set aside open space.
Out of 50 remaining acres we must deduct
1 acre wetland
2 acres with slopes over 30%
3.5 acres of internal roadways
2.5 acres of buffer strips
4 acres for waste water treatment
10 acres for recreation

This leaves us 27 acres of buildable land as per these new regulations and it could be
Possibly to install 108 doublewide homes on 100 acres, which brings density down to 1 per acre
Current ordinance could possibly allow approx. 500 homes on this same parcel.
