The Stuyvesant Town Board held a Public Hearing for the
Veteran's exenption increase. Town Clerk, Melissa Naegeli, read
the followng notice that was published in the |ndependent
Newspaper and the Hudson Regi ster Star Newspaper.

Noticeis hereby given that the Town Board of Town of Stuyvesant shall hold a public hearing on February 8, 2007 at 6:45pm for the purpose of
taking public comment with regard to aLoca Law that increases Veterans' Exemptionsto Real Property taxes. Complete copies of the proposed
local law are available at the Town Clerk’s Office. This public hearing will be held at the Stuyvesant Town Hall, 5 Sunset Drive, Stuyvesant,
New York.

Supervisor Valerie Bertramcalled the Public Hearing to order at
6:45 pm She told everyone in attendance that the current
exenption rates were $12,000 for Wartinme Veterans, of which
there are 43 in town; $8,000 for Conbat Veterans, there is
currently 106; and $40,000 for Disabled Veterans, there are 5.

Some one who served in a conbat zone during wartine would get

t he conbi ned amobunt. The “di sabl ed” designation cones directly
fromthe Veterans’ Adm nistration

The approved anmounts at the County-level are $24,000; $16,000
and up to $80, 000.

Supervi sor Bertram opened the hearing to questions. Doct or
Asbornsen asked if the anmount is subtracted from the assessnent.
Howard d eason, Sole Assessor, answered that yes, it's

subtracted fromtheir assessnent anount.

Supervi sor Bertram asked if we should go to the sane levels as
the County. Peter Donohoe asked if the anobunts were |evied
against the Town Tax and if it would be two-tier. Super vi sor
Bertram answered that it would be handl ed the sane way as Seni or
Citizen Exenptions.

Wth no further questions, Supervisor Bertram closed the hearing
at 6:50pm

remar ked t hat he was a special and conpassi onate person who went
beyond expectations to help the animals, and cited his work with
the cats froma local farm

Greenway Conmittee

Counci | person Ronald Knott reported that the Comm ttee was

di scussing 5 acre zoning. They are going to bring a resol ution
to the Town Board regardi ng support for PDRs. There was al so
di scussion regarding location of wells as it relates to
agriculture.

Rai |l road Committee



Counci | person Ronal d Knott reported that Cal Burch and Rich
Anderson have built the wall to hold the electrical panel.

Town Attorney Tal Rappleyea is working on the easenent agreenent
for the electrical service.

Lee Jam son reported that there will be an Art Show and Sal e at
the Railroad Station June 8-10'™ it will begin on June 8" at 4pm
and will be held in conjunction with the Farners’ Market. The
building will be open all day on Saturday and John Morra wll be
giving an art lesson. The show will be open again on Sunday
nmorning. An invitation was extended to all artists living in
Stuyvesant. The Thene of the showis “A River Inspires”.

Recreati on
Counci | person Rosalind Gunaer reported that a group had wal ked
the new recreati on area on Shar pt own Road.

A recreation conmttee neeting was hel d on January 29'" and there
were 8 people in attendance. Council person Gumaer said she wll
get the m nutes on the webpage.

The sumrer recreation programwas briefly discussed and tabl ed
to collect additional information.

Di scussions regarding the recreation area on Shar pt own Road were
al so held. The following itens were discussed: The H ghway
Departnment can nmake and pave the access road and parking area
for $10-12,000. There should be a sign locating the park, there
w Il need to boundary markers, a discussion on the hunting issue
was tabled. Should there be a second access, can we get grants
and what organi zations m ght want to use the fields and woul d
they be wiling to help with maintenance costs?

Supervi sor Bertram states that we should contact the Crocco
famly since their property abuts the recreation area.

Grant noney should be explored, if only as reinbursenent.

Doctor Asbornsen read a letter to the Town Board outlining the
agreenent with the Hi ghway Departnent regardi ng the access road
and parking area. The letter is on file in the Towmn Cerk’s
Ofice.

Cenetery Conmittee

Ray Henpstead reported that he has 3 quotes for the tree work
needed in Firwood Cenetery. The 3 estimtes were from
Onderdonk’ s ($9500); Thomas Butcher ($6800) and Hudson Vall ey
Tree Service ($5600). There were slight variations in the
estimates and it was di scussed that the work has to be done
while the frost is in the ground. Council person Rosalind Gunaer
made a notion to approve the project contingent on the timng
and stunp grinding for up to a maxi num anount of $6800. The
noti on was seconded by Council person Bradl ee Webster and
carried.

New Busi ness

Howard d eason, Sol e Assessor, rem nded everyone that March 1 is
the deadline for all exenption requests. He thanked his

assi stant, Cathy Knott, for her hard work.

He reported that the current equalization rate is 82% He would
like to have another revaluation in 2008 and said that the |ast
one was in 1992. M. deason contacted three conpanies froma
State List and asked for quotes for a revaluation. There is a



conpany fromBuffalo that is currently working in Schodack, M.
G eason went to see their work and has invited themto cone on
May 10'" to do a presentation. There was a question fromthe
audi ence as to where the noney conmes fromto pay a conpany for a
reval uation. Supervisor Bertram expl ained that the noney woul d
conme fromthe General Fund. Sole Assessor d eason rem nded
everyone that there was noney set aside in the Budget in
preparation for a reval uation.

M. d eason suggested that the Town Board approve a resol ution
or law setting a limt on how|low the equalization rate can go.

A notion was nmade by Council person Bradl ee Webster to approve
the Veterans’ Exenption at the anmounts of $18,000; $12,000 and
$60, 000. The notion was seconded by Council person Ronal d Knott
and carri ed.

Supervi sor Bertramreported that there was a Real Property and
Assessnent Conmttee formed at the County-Ievel.

Supervi sor Bertramtold everyone that there has been one letter
of interest for the vacant Deputy Cerk position. She said that
if there is anyone else interested they should send a letter to
ei ther her or Melissa Naegeli, Town Cerk. Council person
Bradl ee Webster asked if there was a deadline for the letters.
Supervisor Bertramset April 1 as the deadline.

Supervi sor Bertramal so reported that alternate nenbers are
needed for the Planning and Zoni ng Boar ds.

Supervi sor Bertramtold everyone that there have been

di scussions on sending out a survey to Town residents regarding
the larger projects going on in Town, i.e., recreation area and
railroad station. It has al so been discussed that this “survey”
coul d becone a 2X/year newsletter letting everyone know what is
going on in Town. Although it would cost noney to mail, it
woul d get the word out to everyone.

Counci | person Ronal d Knott reported that the “Wlcone to
Stuyvesant” signs are in bad shape, are starting to deteriorate
and should be replaced. He will |look into the cost and work
involved in getting themreplaced and report back to the Board.

A d Busi ness

Don Hogan asked for an update on the situation with his

nei ghbor. Supervisor Bertramtold himthat there is a court
date for the conplaint and that the Board has no nore recourse
or authority once it’'s in the hands of the Court. M. Hogan
told the Board that a |ot of his neighbors are collecting junk
and garbage on their properties. Supervisor Bertram said that
there is a difference between junk and hazardous waste. A

di scussion ensued regarding the problemw th setting limts on
how nmuch is “too much” junk in a person’s yard and the
difficulties associated with trying to enforce such | aws.

Sol e Assessor Howard d eason rem nded everyone that his Cerk
Cathy Knott, is in the office on Tuesday and Thursday norni ngs.

Robert G bbs, Stuyvesant Falls, spoke about the playground
situation in the Falls. The graffiti has not been cl eaned up as
the Troopers said it would and it appears that there is nore.
Supervi sor Bertramtold the audi ence that when she first heard
about this problemshe was not pleased that the Town was not
notified of the vandalismin the park. She rem nded everyone
that if there are situations in town simlar to this the Board
cannot do anything about it if they are not aware of it.



Counci | person Ronald Knott said he went to the park to try to
clean it up but none of the cleaners he tried worked. Lee

Jam son suggested contacting the manufacturer to ask about

cl eaners. Supervisor Bertramw || contact Trooper Robin

Benzi nger to get nore information on the kids involved and give
them a deadline to clean up the vandalism

Lee Jam son thanked Supervi sor Bertram for bringing up the issue
of air nmonitoring to the County although there was no

resol ution. Supervisor Bertramexplained that it had to be

di scussed in committee first and that it will go before the
Board at the next neeting. The air quality nonitors are
expensi ve and the NYS DEC determ nes where they go.

Supervi sor Bertram has spoken with the NYS DOT regarding the
problens at the intersection of Route 9J and Route 26A. They

will look into the site problemat the intersection and will do
a traffic study. DOT told Supervisor Bertramthat as of April 1
we will be in Region 1 (the sane as Al bany as opposed to

Poughkeepsi e) .

Public Comments

Doct or Matthew Asbornsen asked if there was good news regarding
the PONY Lawsuit. Supervisor Bertramreported that yes there
was. The Town won the lawsuit and is permtted to charge

engi neering and | egal fees.

A notion to adjourn was nade by Council person Ri chard Cunm ngs,
seconded by Council person Bradl ee Webster, carri ed.
