The
noti on was seconded by Council person Ronald Knott, with a warning to the
committee to keep an eye on the expenditures. Council person Bradl ee
Webster asked that stipulation be added that if they nenber item noney
doesn’t cone through that the noney will be included in the G ant Request
to the NYS Departnent of Parks & Recreation. The notion was carri ed.
