Recreati on

The recreation conmittee met on March 24'".  The committee has offered
their assistance in getting the Town Survey out to as nany people as
possi bl e.

There was a discussion regarding issues with the Summer Recreation
Program They will explore offers fromother towns after responses are
received to the Town Survey.

The commttee is polling area farmers asking to use a bull dozer to help
t he Hi ghway Departnment with the road and parking area at the Town property
on Sharptown Road. They haven't gotten any responses yet.

The conmittee is discussing holding a recreation day, possibly in July, at
the new recreation site on Sharptown Road. They have al so discussed wells
and electricity at the park site. Koznp Jakiela has net with Nati onal
Gid regarding getting electricity to the park. He has not reported on
his nmeeting yet. Terry Phillips is looking into finding shale either
cheap or free. Doctor Asbornsen and Sean Cunmm ngs are working on the
grant application. Brian Frick is going to walk the property with Dr.
Asbornsen. W Janeway is |ooking at processes for developing trails.

The Recreation Conmttee is |ooking into purchasing new nets for the
basketbal |l courts as well as the tennis courts.
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The conmittee would like to pick a date and get volunteers together to
clean up along the fence line at the playground in the Landing. Town
Clerk, Melissa Naegeli, said when there is a date she will nention it to
the Te Ryu Doj o.

A notion was nmade by Council person Ronald Knott to accept a resolution
regardi ng the educational requirenments for Planning Board and Zoni ng Board
menbers. The notion was seconded by Council person Bradl ee Webster and
carried.

Supervisor Bertramread a letter fromthe Stuyvesant Fire District #1
requesting to renove their fire protective district. Town Attorney Tal
Rappl eyea said that under NYS Law a protective district can be dissol ved
or lines noved by resolution by the Town Board on its own or by petition
fromthe Fire Conpany. |In that event, a Public Hearing would have to be
hel d. Supervi sor Bertram explained that there are three protective
districts in the Towmm. Warren Leiser, on behalf of the Fire
Conmi ssi oners, explained that there is an inequity in what residents are
paying in taxes between the fire district and the fire protective district
(those in the district pay nuch nore than those in the protective

di strict).

There is a tentative public hearing schedul ed for the June Town Board
meeting — June 14'" at 6: 00pm

A d Busi ness

Supervi sor Bertramreported that Council person Edward Scott renoved the
graffiti at the Stuyvesant Falls Playground. He had to use power tools to
renove it all. Supervisor Bertram spoke with the Trooper in charge of
this case and the offenders will be painting the picnic tables instead.

Supervi sor Bertramal so reported that there had been vandalism at the
Stuyvesant Landi ng Pl ayground — that there was a picnic table danaged as
wel |l as the snow fence. The Sheriff’s Departnent is investigating.
Supervi sor Bertramsaid she wants to send a nessage that this type of
behavior wll not be tolerated.

Supervi sor Bertram gave an update on the survey process. The bulk rate
mai ling permt has been purchased. A stanp with the nmailing infornmation
has to be made up. A final draft of the survey will be to the board
mermbers by the week of April 16'". There was an extensive discussion

bet ween the board and the audi ence regardi ng ways to nake sure everyone
gets a copy of the survey. Supervisor Bertram has received the | abels
from Col unbi a County Real Property to mail themout to all property
owners. The surveys will also be nade avail able at both post offices and
ot her public sites throughout the town.

Counci | person Rosal i nd Gumaer made a notion to purchase a new net for the
tennis court and 4 nets for the basketball courts. The tennis net wll
cost approximtely $165 with a 5-year guarantee and the basketball nets
are $7.50 each. The notion was seconded by Council person Bradl ee Wbster
and carri ed.

Counci | person Ronal d Knott made a notion to purchase a new spotlight for
the flag pole in front of the Town Hall. The better fixtures are about
$150 each but it wouldn’t have to be constantly replaced. The notion was
seconded by Council person Rosalind Gurmaer, and carri ed.

Karen Hummel asked about the clothing bin that was supposed to be put in
the parking lot. Councilperson Bradl ee Wbster said it wasn’'t here yet
but that it is expected.
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Supervi sor Bertramreported that she has calls into Tinme Warner Cable and
Fai r poi nt Conmuni cations (a/k/a Berkshire Cable) regarding their

vi deot api ng of the Town Board neetings and getting themaired on the
public access channels. She hasn’t heard back yet.

Lori Ennis asked about an updated on the nmenber item noney that was

di scussed at the March neeting. Council person Rosalind Gunaer reported
that we had definitely been awarded the noney wth the passage of the
St at e Budget.

Lee Jam son asked what conmittees new Council person Edward Scott has
gotten involved in. Supervisor Bertram explained that as a Counci |l nenber
he could attend any conmttee neeting that he wanted to. Council person
Edward Scott said that he has been riding around the town getting the
nunbers of lights out so he could contact National Gid and get them
fixed. He cleaned up the equipnent at the Stuyvesant Falls playground and
is working on the getting the “Welcone to Stuyvesant” signs repaired.

Sharon Hall asked when the Assessor would be at a neeting to answer
guestions about assessnents and equalization rates. Supervisor Bertram
told her that there will be a presentation at the May neeting.

Sharon Hall al so asked about the traffic going through the devel opnent to
t he horsefarm on Ei chybush Road. A discussion was held regarding the
traffic agreenent that was made when the horse farm was approved.

Al t hough emergency access was requested there isn't a way to get the
traffic to stop. There was also a brief discussion about a new

subdi vision that is being proposed that will be jointly approved between
Ki nder hook and Stuyvesant.

Martin Roby asked about the situation with the intersection of Routes 9J
and 26A and expressed concern about the condition of Ei chybush Road and
the “dip” in the road. Supervisor Bertramreported that she has asked the
NYS DOT to |l ook at the intersection of Routes 9J and 26A.

Counci | person Bradl ee Wbster made a notion to adjourn; it was seconded by
Counci | person Ronal d Knott and carri ed.
